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Plan a winery weekend in Youngstown!

Begin your day with lunch at Halliday’s Winery, located between
picturesque Lake Milton and the manicured links of Olde Dutch Mill Golf
Course. Enjoy a flatbread pizza or a panini with your glass of wine. Other
food offerings include appetizers, salads, and sandwiches. The expansive
grounds allow you to take a stroll, or sit lakeside and enjoy the beautiful
waterfront views.

Next, visit the world-renowned Butler Institute of American Art. Known as
“America’s Museum”, the museum’s collection totals over 22,000 pieces in
all media, and spans four centuries of work. Prepare to see the finest works
of art created solely by American artists. Check out their upcoming
exhibitions.

Check in at the Courtyard by Marriott in Canfield with views overlooking
beautiful Kennsington Golf Club. For dinner, Kennsington Grille, adjacent to
the hotel, is a lounge-style grill with veranda seating. Or, nearby
Scacchetti’s Ironwood Grille offers a steakhouse menu with small plates,
steaks and chops, burgers and sandwiches, and some signature dishes that
include seafood.

End your day at The Vineyards at Pine Lake (or have dinner here too).

Their Vineyards White estate-grown wine has earned the prestigious Ohio
Quality Wine designation. The modern-rustic tasting room and multi-level
patio boast panoramic lake views. They have live music on most weekends.

Start the next day with a visit to lovely Fellows Riverside Gardens. Part of
Mill Creek MetroParks, this twelve-acre display garden features a landscape
of remarkable beauty with diverse and colorful plant displays, roses of all
classes, seasonal displays of annuals, perennials, and flowering bulbs, and
scenic vistas. The Davis Visitors Center includes a cafe, gift shop, art gallery,
horticultural library, and observation tower.

Next, stop for lunch at Mastropietro Winery & Sports Bar. Their menu
varies each week, but offerings include sandwiches, wraps and salads. Enjoy
their award-winning wines in their Tuscan-style tasting room.

On your way home, stop at Lil Paws Winery. Enjoy the patio with views of
Lake Milton. All of their wines are named after their "K9 Kids".
